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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to 1) Study the need to develop competencies in the use of
information and communication technology 2) Develop a curriculum to enhance competencies in the use
of information and communication technology 3) Assess the suitability and possibility of the curriculum to
enhance the competencies in the use of information and communication technology for school
administrators under Surat Thani Primary Educational Service Area Office 3. The research consisted of 3
steps, which consisted of : Step 1 : Study the need to develop competencies in the use of information
and communication technology. The sample group was 111 school administrators by Simple Random
Sampling. The research instrument was the questionnaire with a reliability coefficient of 0.94. Data were
analyzed by basic statistical tools including mean and standard deviation. Step 2 Develop a curriculum to
enhance competencies in the use of information and communication technology. Review the pattern by 5
experts. Step 3 Assess the suitability and possibility of the curriculum to enhance the competencies in the
use of information and communication technology by focus group 22 qualified persons.

The results of the research were as follows: 1) The need to develop competencies in the use of
information and communication technology for school administrators. Overall and each aspect at a high
level, 2) The results of curriculum development to enhance competencies in the use of information and
communication technology consists of 9 components (1) Rationale (2) Objective (3) Course content (4)
Development materials and leaming resources (5) Development period (6) Measurement and evaluation
(7) Benefits received from the development (8) Development process. and (9) Unit details, The results of
assessment of Course Composition were 0.80-1.00 IOC. 3) Assess the suitability and possibility of the
curriculum to enhance the competencies in the use of information and communication technology by
focus group were the experts agree with the course 100 percent. and there are suggestions for how to
apply the course, The results obtained from the development should be compared with the objectives
with an emphasis on practicality using digital rather than paper
